In 1990 the original marathon Gilbert & Sullithon raised £12,000 for Children in Need!  About 250 people took part from all over Birmingham and the West Midlands (and beyond).  Almost twenty years’ later we have been asked to organise another such event for Birmingham Lord Mayor and Lady Mayoress, Cllr Michael Wilkes and Mrs Vivienne Wilkes, for their chosen charities. With the capacity to hold a few hundred people, not only participant singers and musicians but, seating for a more than adequate sized audience and, therefore, the prospect of raising a lot more money in the process.

There is a registration fee for participants of £20 which will include a souvenir programme and a performance polo shirt.
